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Yarn: Sweet Grass Wool soft spun merino in Winter Sky. 1 skein (4 oz. heavy worsted)
Gauge:  4 st/5 rows = 1” in St. st. on #10 US needles
Sizes: One size fits most.  Finished dimensions are approx. 4.25” W x 58” L
Legend:

C6F: Take the next 6 stitches and form a 3x3 cable, with the first 3 stitches 
coming to the front of the last 3 stitches.
C6B: Take the next 6 stitches and form a 3x3 cable, with the first 3 stitches going 
to the back of the last 3 stitches.

CO 16 stitches.  Work 6 rows in garter stitch (K all stitches, on RS and WS rows).  End 
with RS facing.

Repeat the following 24-row cable pattern until desired length is reached:

R1: K16
R2: K5, P6, K5
Rows 3, 5, 7, and 9: same as R1
Rows 4, 6, 8, and 10: same as R2
R11: K5, C6B, K5
R12: K5, P6, K5
Rows 13, 15, 17, 19, and 21: same as R1
Rows 14, 16, 18, 20, and 22: same as R2
R23: K5, C6F, K5
R24: K5, P6, K5

End by working 6 final rows in garter stitch.  BO loosely.  Work in any loose ends.  Iron 
flat along front and back with hot steam iron on wool setting.
